This class will be open to children ages 7 through 14. It will take place at Satsuma Gallery in NoHo, a working studio with five artists. Each participant will need access to a digital camera, either a “point and shoot” or an SLR. The class will offer individualized instruction and will cover topics based on each student’s interest and ability level. The topics covered will range from “How to hold a camera” to “The digital darkroom”, and will include lessons on composition and the rule of thirds, the role of light, what the buttons and dials on your camera do, the exposure triangle of ISO, shutter speed and aperture, how to take portraits of people and pets, and more. The emphasis will be on CREATIVITY and FUN.

Length of class: Class runs for six weeks and will meet one time per week for two hours
Dates: Saturdays: 10:00AM to 12:00PM, September 26-October 31,, 2009 or Wednesdays: 3:30PM to 5:30PM, September 23–October 28, 2009.
